Available to Church Copyright Licence holders, 
it features convenient access to the authorised lyrics and 
transposable chord, lead and multi-part vocal sheets for 
thousands of worship songs.

REPORTING
CCLI relies on licence holders to report the songs they use in order to fairly apportion royalties to copyright owners.  
Under the terms of the Church Copyright Licence, churches are required to regularly report their song usage using  
CCLI’s Online Reporting website.  
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
